SowAr HEERA SING WITH DAFADAR WOULLEK

MAHOMED, rescued a wounded comrade from some
Waziris who were about to cut him up. Heera Sing
killed one of the enemy and after his horse was shot,
be fought most gallantly on foot and killed another -
Waziri. Heera Sing and Wullee Mahomed were admit-
-ted to the 3rd Class. o o <
. SowAR SHADUL KHAN, attacked, siiigle-handed,
three Waziris; he killed one before his horse fell, and’
theu he fought on foot and killed another of the three;
‘the third man was slain by another sowar who came to
Shadul Khan'’s help (8warded 3rd Class).

DAraDAR SuLLAIM SING. In the charge, he killed
one Waziri and rode after two others who took refuge in
a bush. His horse was killed by these men but he
ultimately succeeded in killing them both (Awarded
3rd Class).

DAFADAR WULLER MAHOMED, saved the life of
Ressaldar Ukwak Sing by cutting down a Waziri- who
had attacked the Ressaldar. He also assisted Sowar
Heera Sing in saving the life of a wounded and dis-
mounted comrade, killing one of the Waziris who were
ddvancing upon him.

December 1864, at the storming of Dalimkote, Sepoy’
Goon Beer was with a covering party and approached
to within a few yards of the Fort, where he remained
in a very éxposed position for three-quarters of an hour.

The
explosion was for a timne delayed owing to the jungle
on the hill-side beneath the gate and the road which
approached the gate being in flames; the sepoys again
volunteered and carried the bag to the gate, and ex-
hibited great cooluess in placing the bag under cir-
cumstances of great 1isk owing to the showeis of fire
that fell froma burning ‘*Machicoulis’” which over-
hung the gate.

BHUTAN.—DEWANIGIRI.—18635.

The Garrison of Dewanigiri having been attached
by the Bhutias on the morning of the 30th January
1864, and sustained heavy loss, Lieut A.J. Welchman,
14th Bengal Cavalry, who was tlien at Koomerakatta,
at once determined to go up to their relief with the
men he could spare. He found it a hard task in detail-
jug those who had to be left behind in camp as all
were anxious to accompany him; and he experienced
difficulty in preventing the whole troop fioin going up.

and took parf in the-attack onithe -Bhutia stockade on
